Some plagedoubly represented England as Junior and a®S€aam
Players or as Masters and Senior Team Members.

Just like England, not all Commonwealth countrieerenvable to field full Junior, Senior and Mastezans,
however, India, Australia and South Africa had raghfull teams and had sent their top squads, witiona
doubt be strong contenders against our UK Squéaeadlympic Games in 2012.
